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NOTICE OF PERMIT ISSUED

Revised Quantities

On February 24, 2004 notice was given that the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation (BOR) was granted emergency authorization pursuant to Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act and Section 404 of the Clean Water Act on December 5, 2003, to place fill material into Lake Oahe in conjunction with the construction of access roads and the placement of a water supply intake line.  The work occurred in Lake Oahe (approximate Missouri River mile 1592.00R), Section 7, Township 30 North, Range 79 West, Sioux County, North Dakota.

Sub-freezing temperature and daily changing ground conditions required frequent modifications in the access area, construction techniques, and maintenance methods.   Extensive coordination between the BOR and the NDRO occurred throughout the process. 

On December 5, 2003, the NDRO authorized the BOR’s request for the placement of approximately 17,000 cubic yards of fill material, 1,025 cubic yards of 3-inch crushed rock, and 520 cubic yards of gravel for the construction of the access road on the south side of the project area.  An additional 5,000 cubic yards of 36-inch riprap was authorized to protect the road.

On March 3, 2004, the BOR provided the following revised quantities based on as-built conditions:

· 3-inch crushed rock from 1,025 cubic yards to 1,950 cubic yards

· gravel from 520 cubic yards to 970 cubic yards.

· 36-inch riprap from 5,000 cubic yards to 9,150 cubic yards

· Woven geotextile material from 10,000 square yards to 13,000 square yards

· Non-woven geotextile material from 7,000 square yards to 8,500 square yards
