ISSUANCE OF

REGIONAL GENERAL PERMIT

The District Engineer, U.S. Army Engineer District, Omaha, Nebraska announces the issuance of a Regional General Permit for the extension and construction of boat ramps and the following activities, if associated with boat ramps: dredging, erosion protection, bank stabilization, turn-around areas, roadways, parking areas and cofferdams.  Work must be located on Lake Sakakawea from Garrison Dam, upstream to river mile 1568.0, or Lake Oahe from the North Dakota-South Dakota state line, upstream to river mile 1303.0.

This Regional General Permit was issued in accordance with the Final Regulations as published in the Federal Register, Volume 51, No. 219 of Thursday, November 13, 1986, Part 322.2(f) and Part 323.2(h) which provides that the District Engineer may issue a Regional General Permit for certain clearly described categories of structures or work requiring Department of the Army permits, which are substantially similar in nature and cause only minimal individual or cumulative adverse effects on the environment.

In accordance with the terms and conditions of this Regional General Permit, the general public is authorized by the Secretary of the Army to extend or construct boat ramps to provide access to Lake Sakakawea and Lake Oahe in North Dakota.  In undertaken in conjunction with a boat ramp, this Regional General Permit also authorizes dredging, erosion protection, bank stabilization, turn-around areas, roadways, parking areas, and cofferdams.

To apply for consideration under this Regional General Permit, applicants are required to provide a written Notice of Intent to undertake a particular project in accordance to the procedures as outlined in the attached Regional General Permit, Page 6.

This Regional General Permit is only applicable for projects proposed on Lake Sakakawea when the lake elevation is at or below 1830 msl and to Lake Oahe when the lake elevation is at or below 1605 msl.
