PUBLIC NOTICE OF SECTION 404 EMERGENCY PERMIT ISSUED

Notice is hereby given that the Colorado Division of Wildlife (CDOW) was granted emergency authorization pursuant to Section 404 of the Clean Water Act on March 27, 2003, to place fill material into Tarryall Reservoir and Tarryall Creek in conjunction with the construction of sediment control structures.  The structures are located at Tarryall Reservoir in Section 36, Township 9 South, Range 74 West in Park County, Colorado.

The CDOW requested and received emergency Section 404 authorization to build twelve (12) sediment control structures on the old Tarryall Creek channel within the normal pool area of Tarryall Reservoir, a coffer dam immediately upstream of Tarryall dam and three (3) sediment control structures immediately downstream of the dam to prevent as much sediment as possible from exiting the reservoir site.  The drops will control erosion in the reservoir and help the stream re-establish itself in the historic river channel.  In order for this plan to be effective, it must be complete before spring runoff.

The dam embankment has structural cracks near the right abutment.  Presently, the reservoir is drained to repair the damage and will not capture the huge sediment loads that statistically occur around April 15.  The recent Hayman Fire burned a considerable portion of the drainage area for Tarryall Reservoir, causing substantial risk of sediment-induced problems for downstream fisheries and wetlands.
Approximately 100 linear feet of stream bed will be impacted by the structures and it is intended that there will be no impacts to wetlands.

The project was coordinated with the US Fish and Wildlife Service, the US Environmental Protection Agency, and the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.  Agency comments were incorporated into the special conditions to the permit.
