PUBLIC NOTICE

FOR SECTION 404 PERMIT APPLICATION SUBMITTED TO

U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS

The District Engineer, U.S. Army Engineer District, Omaha, Nebraska is evaluating a Department of the Army permit application from the Colorado Division of Wildlife c/o John Conte, 6060 Broadway, Denver, Colorado, 80216.  Permits are issued under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (Section 404), which regulates the placement of dredged, or fill material in the nation's waters.

Summary

The applicant is requesting authorization to excavate and place fill material into Tarryall Reservoir in connection with the proposed extension of two existing boat docks and the construction of earthen jetties with riprap protection to enhance and protect the newly extended boat docks.  

Location

The project is located 15 miles south of the town of Jefferson, Colorado on Park County Road 77, in Section 36, Township 9 South, Range 74 West, Park County, Colorado.

Existing conditions
Tarryall Reservoir is currently drained to low levels because of past drought conditions and requirements to repair the dam.  At this time, boat docks and ramps are fully exposed, showing wear and tear due to years of abuse from winter ice and wind conditions. No wetland vegetation currently exists at these public use areas.
Description of work

Two campground boat docks, Potato Gulch Dock on the east side of the reservoir, and Packer Gulch Dock on the west side of the reservoir, will be expanded using existing boat dock sections from other docks nearby.  The expansion of these floating boat docks will require extensions of the aggregate base and concrete pads on the lake bottom. Additionally, jetties will be constructed at these expanded boat docks to protect the docks and concrete ramps from winter ice conditions as well as enhance aquatic habitat.  A single jetty will be constructed next to the Potato Gulch dock (east boat dock) and two jetties will be constructed on either side of the Packer Gulch dock (west boat dock).  Dimensions and amounts of material are shown in the table below.

Jurisdiction
Tarryall Reservoir is a jurisdictional waters of the US because Tarryall Creek, the waterway that runs through this reservoir, is a tributary of the South Platte River.

Purpose
For purposes of definition under Section 404, the basic project purpose is to enhance and protect public boat dock facilities at Tarryall Reservoir.  The overall project purpose is to perform enhancements on existing boat docks and construct jetties to protect them from future destruction during storms and winter ice conditions.
Impacts and Mitigation

The work will not impact wetlands, but will impact 0.63 acres of Tarryall Reservoir lake bottom considered to be waters of US.  All borrow areas for jetty construction will be treated with hydromulching and native seed mixture for site restoration. Reseeding will also take place within construction limits along the shoreline.

The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, WQCD-GWPS-B2, 4300 Cherry Creek Drive South, Denver, Colorado 80222-1530, will review the proposed project for state certification in accordance with the provisions of Section 401 of the Clean Water Act.  The certification, if issued, will express the State's opinion that the operations undertaken by the applicant will not result in a violation of applicable water quality standards. In compliance with the Endangered Species Act, a preliminary determination has been made that the described work will not affect species designated as threatened or endangered or adversely affect critical habitat.  In order to complete our evaluation of this activity, comments are solicited from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and other interested agencies and individuals.



The Omaha District will comply with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended.  We will evaluate input by the State Historic Preservation Officer and the public in response to this public notice, and we may conduct or require a reconnaissance survey of the permit area or check for unknown historic properties, if warranted.


The decision whether to issue a permit will be based on an evaluation of the probable impacts including cumulative impacts of the proposed activity on the public interest.  That decision will reflect the national concern for both protection and utilization of important resources.  The benefits which reasonably may be expected to accrue from the proposal must be balanced against the reasonably foreseeable detriments.  All factors which may be relevant to the proposal will be considered including the cumulative effects thereof; among those are conservation, economics, aesthetics, wetlands, fish and wildlife values, flood hazards, floodplain values, land use, navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water supply and conservation, energy needs, safety, food and fiber production, mineral needs, considerations of property ownership and, in general, the needs and welfare of the people.  In addition, the evaluation of the impact of the work on the public interest will include application of the guidelines promulgated by the Administrator, Environmental Protection Agency, under authority of Section 404(b) of the Clean Water Act (40 C.F.R. Part 230).


The Corps of Engineers is soliciting written comments from the public; Federal, state and local agencies and officials; Indian Tribes; and other interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the impacts of this proposed activity.  Any comments received will be considered by the Corps of Engineers to determine whether to issue, modify, condition or deny a permit for this proposal.  To make this decision, comments are used to assess impacts on endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects, and other public interest factors listed above.  Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act.  Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing and to determine the overall public interest of the proposed activity.  


Comments, both favorable and unfavorable, will be accepted, made a part of the record and will receive full consideration in subsequent actions on this application.  Any agency or individual having an objection to the work should identify it as an objection with clear and specific reasons.  All replies to the public notice should be sent to the U. S.
