PUBLIC NOTICE

FOR SECTION 404 PERMIT APPLICATION SUBMITTED TO

U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS

The District Engineer, U.S. Army Engineer District, Omaha, Nebraska is evaluating a Department of the Army permit application from Midwest Building Professionals, 1565 Wright Court, Lakewood, CO, 80215.  Permits are issued under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (Section 404) which regulates the placement of dredged or fill material in the nation's waters.

Summary

The applicant is requesting authorization to excavate and place fill material into Lakewood Gulch in connection with channel stabilization measures associated with the proposed construction of a residential housing development.  The project will require channel realignment, bank stabilization and the construction of a boulder drop structure.
Location
The project is located east of the Lakewood Country Club in the SW 1/4 of Section 1, Township 4 South, Range 69 West in Jefferson County, Colorado.
Existing conditions
Lakewood Gulch runs through the densely urbanized west Denver metropolitan area.  West of the site, there is only a minimal low-flow channel meandering through the Lakewood Country Club golf course.  Immediately east of the project site, the gulch has been confined between residential developments, to a narrow steep-sided earthen channel of questionable capacity to convey runoff from major storm events.  The reach within the project site is heavily eroded, and has been subject to agricultural use in the past.
Description of work

Midwest Building Professionals is proposing to construct approximately 23 single-family residential building lots.  In association with the construction of these lots, Lakewood Gulch will be widened from an average width of 10-feet to 20-feet to meet capacity requirements.  The south bank will be regraded to a 4:1 slope with rock toe protection on the north bank and large boulder toe protection on the south bank.  Horizontal alignment of the east end of the channel will be realigned to eliminate an existing erosion endangered sharp bend.  The vertical grade of the channel will be reduced by construction of a large boulder drop structure.  A temporary diversion channel wil be created north of the present Lakewood Gulch alignment so that channel grading, drop structure construction, and new toe protection may be installed in dry conditions.
Jurisdiction
Lakewood Gulch is tributary to the South Platte River, which is a jurisdictional waters of the US.
Purpose
For purposes of definition under Section 404, the basic project purpose is to provide single-family housing.  The overall project purpose is to provide single-family housing, while improving the conveyance of the 100-year flood event, restoring channel stability, and reducing erosion associated with Lakewood Gulch.
Impacts and Mitigation

Approximately 300 feet of waters of the US will be impacted by the excavation and widening of Lakewood Gulch.  Restored waters will be appoximately 280 feet, resulting in a loss of approximately 20 feet of stream bed during the realignment.  No wetlands are on site, so no compensatory mitigation for wetland impacts will be required.

The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, WQCD-GWPS-B2, 4300 Cherry Creek Drive South, Denver, Colorado 80222-1530, will review the proposed project for state certification in accordance with the provisions of Section 401 of the Clean Water Act.  The certification, if issued, will express the State's opinion that the operations undertaken by the applicant will not result in a violation of applicable water quality standards. In compliance with the Endangered Species Act, a preliminary determination has been made that the described work will not affect species designated as threatened or endangered or adversely affect critical habitat.  In order to complete our evaluation of this activity, comments are solicited from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and other interested agencies and individuals.


The Omaha District will comply with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended.  We will evaluate input by the State Historic Preservation Officer and the public in response to this public notice, and we may conduct or require a reconnaissance survey of the permit area or check for unknown historic properties, if warranted.


The decision whether to issue a permit will be based on an evaluation of the probable impacts including cumulative impacts of the proposed activity on the public interest.  That decision will reflect the national concern for both protection and utilization of important resources.  The benefits which reasonably may be expected to accrue from the proposal must be balanced against the reasonably foreseeable detriments.  All factors which may be relevant to the proposal will be considered including the cumulative effects thereof; among those are conservation, economics, aesthetics, wetlands, fish and wildlife values, flood hazards, floodplain values, land use, navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water supply and conservation, energy needs, safety, food and fiber production, mineral needs, considerations of property ownership and, in general, the needs and welfare of the people.  In addition, the evaluation of the impact of the work on the public interest will include application of the guidelines promulgated by the Administrator, Environmental Protection Agency, under authority of Section 404(b) of the Clean Water Act (40 C.F.R. Part 230).


The Corps of Engineers is soliciting written comments from the public; Federal, state and local agencies and officials; Indian Tribes; and other interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the impacts of this proposed activity.  Any comments received will be considered by the Corps of Engineers to determine whether to issue, modify, condition or deny a permit for this proposal.  To make this decision, comments are used to assess impacts on endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects, and other public interest factors listed above.  Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act.  Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing and to determine the overall public interest of the proposed activity.  


Comments, both favorable and unfavorable, will be accepted, made a part of the record and will receive full consideration in subsequent actions on this application.  Any agency or individual having an objection to the work should identify it as an objection with clear and specific reasons.  All replies to the public notice should be sent to the U. S.
