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Corps completes Parshall, N.D. Emergency Water Project ahead of schedule

Omaha, Neb.— The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers completed work on the Parshall, N.D. Emergency Water Project two days ahead of schedule.

The corps awarded a $286,000 contract to Agri Industries Dec. 15 to conduct work on the project. The company installed two pumps to the end of an existing pipe near Lake Sakakawea. As of late Wednesday Jan. 14, the temporary water intake for Parshall, N.D. became fully operational. 

The corps maintains specific authority under Public Law 84-99 to provide emergency supplies of clean water during droughts. The agency will continue to work in collaboration with the state and local project team members throughout the operational period of the Emergency Water Project.
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
