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Corps to conduct Change of Command ceremony

Omaha, Neb.— The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Omaha District, will conduct a change of command ceremony to recognize the arrival of Col. Jeffrey A. Bedey as its new commander.  The ceremony will take place Tuesday, July 27 at 9:30 a.m. at Wehrspann Lake, 8901 S. 154th St.    
Col. Bedey comes to the Omaha District from Quaid-I-Azam University in Islamabad, Pakistan, where he earned a master’s degree in defense and strategic studies.  Bedey received a Bachelor of Science degree in construction engineering from Montana State University in 1983.  He also earned a Master of Science degree in construction management from Colorado State University in 1991.

Col. Bedey succeeds Lt. Col. Todd E. Skoog, who has served as interim commander since May.  Skoog assumed command of the Omaha District when then commander, Col. Kurt F. Ubbelohde, was chosen to lead the corps’ Gulf Region Division, Northern District, in Mosul, Iraq, and Skoog will return to his duties as deputy commander and chief of staff of the Omaha District.
The Omaha District is responsible for a variety of missions within its military and civil works boundaries.  As the corps’ largest district, it is responsible for federal civil works activities in the upper Missouri River basin, engineering design and construction for the Army and Air Force in eight Mountain and Upper Midwest states, and is a leader in the environmental cleanup work for U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and Department of Defense sites throughout the United States.  

A major focus of the civil works mission is the operation of the six, giant, multi-purpose dams and reservoirs on the main stem of the Missouri River, and the flood pools of 27 tributary dams.  The main stem dams and their impoundments comprise the largest corps-managed reservoir system in the United States. The corps is one of Omaha’s largest employers with over 850 employees hired locally.
